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ARMENIANS ARE SENT
TO PERISH IN DESERT

Turks Accused of Plan to Exter-
minate Whole Population—Peo-
ple of Karahissar Massacred.

LONDON, Wednesday, Aug. 18.—The
Daily News has received from Aneurin
Willlams. M. P., a copy of a letter from
Constantinople, dated July 13, describ-
ing the terrible plight of the Armenians
in Turkey. The letter says:

* We now know with cortainty from a
reliable source that the Armenians have
been deported In & body from all the
towns and villages in Cilicia to the des-
ert reglons south of Alappo. The ref-
ugees will have to traverse on foot a
distance, requiring marches of from one
Lo two or even more months.

“ We learn, besides, that the roads
and the Euphrates are strewn with

corpses of exiles, and those who AUr-
vive are doomed to certaln death, sinee
Lhez will find neither house, work., nor
food In the desert. It is a plan to ex-
terminate the whole Armenian people,
*Courts-martial operate evarywhere
without cessation. welve Armenlans
were hanged at Cassares on a charge of
having obeyved instructions which thr.;n-l

had received from a meeting secretly
held at Bucharest by the Trocohak and
Hunchak socleties. Many have fallen
from blowe from eluba. Thirtesn
Armenians were killed In this W4y at
Diarbekr and slx at Caesnraa, Thirteen
others were killed on thelr way from
Chabine-Karahissar to Sivas. The
priests of the village of Kurk with their
flve companions suffered the same fate
on the road to Bou-Chehrkslvas; al-
u.ngfh thei' had thelr hands bound.

* Hundreds of women and young girls
and even children groan in prisons.
Uhurches and convents have been pll-
luged. deflled, and destroyed. The vil-
L‘]FEH around Van and Bitlle have been
pl ]arE:IEd and the Inhablitants put to the
gword,

“ At the beginning of thia month all
the Inhabltants of Karahissar were piti-
lesasly massacred, with the sxception of
a few children.™
